2008 - A good year for SOEP!

Right now, the very last round of interviews and ed-
iting is underway for SOEP wave 25 (2008) at the
fieldwork agency Infratest Sozialforschung. The sur-
vey instruments and questionnaires for wave 26 are
being prepared for use in survey year 2009.

With every new wave, SOEP’s
data structure has been grow-
ing progressively to become
richer as well as more compre-
hensive and complex. During
the first 24 waves of SOEP, nu-
merous substantive improve-
ments and extensions have
been necessary (e.g., individu-
al data on personal traits, risk
behavior, non-cognitive mea-
sures, health, wealth) using
newly developed or otherwise
adapted instruments (e.g., age-
triggered questionnaires focus-
ing on early childhood). The new SOEP data release
1984-2007 has been available since July of this year
to the global multidisciplinary user community..

Coping with complex data structures to bet-
ter capture the life course

As providers and analysts of panel data we are very
well aware of the need to support external users of
SOEP data with respect to the production of user
friendly data including comprehensive documenta-
tion of the assumptions and routines underlying the
data production process. Thus, we do not only pro-
vide you with the data collected during the recent
fieldwork period, but we also produce consistently
defined cross-sectional and longitudinally derived
variables (e.g. the SPGEN-files). Improving the da-
tabase for intergenerational and life course research
we integrate observations of repeated and first time
respondents into the panel structure of various da-
tasets related to the life course (e.g. the BIO* files).
We continuously strive to improve the quality of the
SOEP data with new features such as the (multiple)
imputation of missing income and wealth variables
using state-of-the-art techniques based on longitu-
dinal data. And we increasingly invest in “long for-
mat” data structures.

User-friendly service to the global SOEP user
community

Above and beyond data production and documenta-
tion, user-friendly service is our motto. Our service
starts with the straightforward application process
for becoming a new user. We offer introductory data
documentation and user support software via our
website, grant data access via DVD as well as via re-
mote access to more sensitive regional data, provide

user support via the SOEP hotline, enhance the vis-
ibility of your work in our SOEPpapers series, and
link the growing network of SOEP users by means
of user workshops and our bi-annual international
user conferences. SOEPinfo and various other soft-
ware tools help the experienced as well as the first-
time user to jump-start new analyses, while SOEPIit
provides you with an overview of existing research
based on SOEP data.

International cooperation boosts data qual-
ity and comparability

One important component in shaping and improving
the user-friendliness of SOEP data is international
cooperation with producers of other micro-data sets
around the world. Due to the inclusion of SOEP data
into a range of ex-post harmonized micro-data ini-
tiatives (such as the Cross-National-Equivalent File
(CNEF), the European Community Household Panel
(ECHP), the Luxembourg Income and Wealth Study
(LIS/LWS)), SOEP has developed into an integral
part of the international statistical infrastructure.
This cooperation helps not only to further increase
SOEP’s comparability with other national datasets,
but also to better prepare future work on ex-post har-
monization..

Get involved !

2008 was a very good year for the SOEP survey as
well as for the SOEPSurveygroup at DIW Berlin. Our
plans for the years to come promise even more exit-
ing times. We will keep you informed about all such
enhancements, but this communication should not be
a one-way street. We strongly encourage you to play
an even more active role in this process. Please send
us your comments and questions, communicate with
us as well as with other SOEP users via the SOEP-
listserver and hotline services. Be an active member
of the growing global SOEP-family!.

Workshop-Bericht

Die im letzten Jahr begonnene Ausbildungsreihe
SOEPcampus, die darauf zielt, die Forschungsfa-
higkeiten und -mdglichkeiten von sozial- und ver-
haltenswissenschaftlichen Studierenden, Diploman-
dInnen und DoktorandInnen zu verbessern, wurde
vom 23.-25. Juni 2008 an der Universitdt Mannheim
mit dem Workshop ,,Léngsschnittdatenanalyse mit
dem Sozio-oekonomischen Panel (SOEP)“ fortge-
setzt.

Insgesamt haben etwa 40 Studierende, Doktoran-
dlnnen und Nachwuchswissenschaftlicherlnnen
aus mehr als 15 Universitdten und Forschungsein-
richtungen teilgenommen. Organisiert wurde der
Workshop von der Graduate School of Economic
and Social Sciences (GESS, Josef Briiderl) an der
Universitdt Mannheim in Zusammenarbeit mit der
Liangsschnittstudie ,,Sozio-oekonomisches Panel*

am DIW Berlin (Henning Lohmann).

Das Ziel der SOEPcampus-Veranstaltungen ist ei-
nerseits grundsétzlich in die Arbeit mit komplexen
Liangsschnittdaten einzufiihren, andererseits Verfah-
ren der Analyse von Langsschnittdaten zu vermit-
teln.

Fragen zur Alterssicherung der Babyboomer-Ge-
neration stehen im Mittelpunkt des Forschungspro-
jektes ,,Lebensldufe und Alterssicherung®, in dem
sich das SOEP, das Deutsche Zentrum fiir Altersfra-
gen (DZA) und der Deutsche Rentenversicherung-
Bund (DRV-Bund) zu einem Forschungsnetzwerk
zusammengeschlossen haben.

This enables internationally
comparative studies to be carried out with signifi-
cantly less effort: the program can clean a particular
item-correspondence and make it time and/or con-
tent consistent. In this way PanelWhiz eases data
extraction from many large-scale data sets such as
the German SOEP, the Australian HILDA, and the
British BHPS. PanelWhiz is directly combined into
Stata SE, allowing a seamless interaction between
the micro data and the statistical package. Panel
Whiz is “charityware”. Users donate directly to
UNICEEF per calendar year and package: EUR 20/

Jutta Allmendinger (WZB), Silke Anger (DIW Berlin), Mick P. Couper (University of Michigan, Ann Arbor,
USA), Olaf Groh-Samberg (DIW Berlin), Bruce Headey (Melbourne Institute at University of Melbourne,
Australia; DIW Berlin), Gisela Trommsdorff (University of Konstanz, DIW Berlin).

The winning authors each received a € 250 prize handed out by Holger Hatje, Chairman of the Society of

Friends of the DIW Berlin.

1st Prize

The first prize was awarded to Simon Liichinger
for his paper: “Valuing Air Quality Using the Life
Satisfaction Approach”.

According to the prize committee, “this paper val-
ues air quality by matching individual-level SOEP
data with regional information on SO, concentra-
tion, as documented by the state environmental
agencies. The paper produces convincing evidence
of a robust positive effect of clean air on individual
life satisfaction. This paper demonstrates very in-
novative and creative research. It was a very good
presentation, and the empirical analysis has been
carried out very skilfully.”

2nd Prize

The second prize was awarded to Peter Haan,
Victoria Prowse, and Arne Uhlendorff for their
paper: “Employment Effects of Welfare Reforms:
Evidence from a Dynamic Structural Life-Cycle
Model”.

According to the prize committee, “this paper in-
vestigates the causal effects of a fictitious welfare
reform that would transform the traditional German
welfare state into a more Anglo-American system,
in which a large proportion of transfers are paid as
income supplements to the working poor. Using a
dynamic structural life-cycle model, it shows that
an employment bonus would have a positive effect
on labor supply. The paper has an excellent research
design and is highly policy-relevant.”

3rd prize

The third prize was awarded to Volker Ludwig and
Josef Briiderl for their paper: “The Male Marital
Wage Premium: Further Results on an Enduring
Puzzle”.

According to the prize committee, “this paper looks
at the long investigated but still unsolved question
as to whether there is a wage premium for married
men as compared to unmarried men. Such effects
are expected to occur due to gender specialisation
and the domestication of married men. However, all
the results of various empirical models in this paper
speak in one direction: there is no causal effect of
marriage. Married men simply earn more because
of self-selection. The paper was clearly structured
and nicely presented.”

Best Poster

The prize for the best poster went to Giil¢in
Mentesoglu and Maarten Vendrik. The title of
their poster is ,,Social Reference and Adaptation
Effects on Happiness: A Dynamic Error Correction
Approach®.

According to the prize committee, “this paper esti-
mates hedonic adaptation as a function of absolute
income, relative income, and working hours, while
controlling for the short and long-run dynamics of
life satisfaction using a large set of control vari-
ables. The findings provide evidence that life satis-
faction depends significantly on absolute income in
the short run, but on relative income only in the long
run. The poster has a very clear structure and a nice
design; the presentation was elegant.”

This year, the prize is awarded jointly to two ex-

cellent scholars of microdata-based research, who

have both contributed extensively to the promotion

of the SOEP, who have published successfully, al-

ways from a comparative perspective and with an

eye to policy relevance.

Richard Burkhauser and Richard Hauser, our

“double Riches.” I personally am honored to be the

laudator to both of these eminent researchers who

I have known since the early years of my own dis-

sertation project.

I will give a brief biographical sketch of both, in

alphabetical order.

Richard V. Burkhauser is currently the “Sarah Gib-

son Blanding Professor of Policy Analysis” at Cor-

nell University in Ithaca, NY.

He obtained his BA, MA, and PhD, all in econom-

ics, the last degree in 1976 at the University of Chi-

cago.

Afterwards he had appointments at various insti-
tutions (e.g., US Department of Health, Education
and Welfare, and Institute for Research on Poverty)

before spending about eleven years at Vanderbilt
University, where he became full professor. Then
he left the south and moved to Syracuse University,
where he taught for nine years. Since 1998, he has
been at Cornell.

For many years he has maintained ties to Germany:
he visited the University of Frankfurt/Main in 1988
and is currently Research Professor at DIW Berlin.
His research interests are in the areas of disability,
aging, retirement, and income security.

Richard is a very active and effective scholar, who
has published and edited widely, conducted inter-
disciplinary research under numerous govern-
ment contracts, given public testimony, served on
many public panels, and done policy advisory work
throughout.

In connection with the SOEP, Richard Burkhauser
is the main promoter of the Cross-National Equiva-
lence Files that most of you know and appreciate. He
is a deserving recipient of the Felix Biichel Award.
No less deserving is Richard Hauser, our second
award winner. Richard Hauser is currently emeri-
tus Professor of Social Policies at the University of
Frankfurt/Main.

He obtained all of his training, including a banking
apprenticeship, in Munich and at the University of
Munich. For about two years he held the position of
Full Professor of Economic Policy at the Berlin Uni-
versity of Technology before starting his career in
Frankfurt. Richard Hauser held the Chair of Social
Policy at the University of Frankfurt for 25 years.
From there, he undertook numerous research visits
abroad, and it seems that during several of these, the
one Rich visited the other Rich.

Richard Hauser is an expert on issues of poverty,
income distribution, and social security policies. He
administered numerous research projects on these
issues, has published widely in Germany and on the
international level, and has always been a highly es-
teemed advisor to the government. He is the one to
ask if you want to know the facts about poverty in
Germany.

Richard Hauser was instrumental in establishing the
SOEP from its very beginning and can be consid-
ered as one of its founding fathers. Although Rich-
ard Hauser left the SOEP advisory council in 1997,
he has remained a strong voice in the ongoing and
highly successful process of making data in general
available for empirical research in Germany.

I am very happy to present you Richard Hauser
and Richard Burkhauser. Both of them are deserv-
ing recipients of the Felix Biichel Award; both have
contributed enormously to the development of the
SOEP, have used the SOEP in their research, and
have outstanding publication records.”



Armin Falk awarded the Gossen Prize

Each year, the Verein fiir Socialpolitik honors one
economist from the German-speaking countries
who has gained international recognition with his
work. This year, Armin Falk was awarded the prize
at the annual conference in Graz. In his brief lec-
ture, he repeatedly cited SOEP and research find-
ings based on SOEP data.

New Publication: The Working Poor
in Europe — Employment, Poverty and
Globalization

SOEP staff member Henning Lohmann has co-ed-
ited with Hans-Jiirgen Andref3, Professor of Em-
pirical Social and Economic Research, University
of Cologne, Germany, a new book on “The Work-
ing Poor in Europe—Employment, Poverty and
Globalization” published by Edward Elgar, Chel-
tenham/UK. The book combines analyses based on
national datasets (e.g., SOEP) with cross-country
studies using the European Community Household
Panel (ECHP). The overall question addressed in
it is whether gainful employment is sufficient to
earn a living—both for oneself and for one’s family
members. The book argues that the incidence and
structure of the working poor cannot be understood
without a thorough understanding of each country’s
institutional context. It reveals that in-work poverty
in Europe is a diverse, multi-faceted phenomenon
occurring in equally diverse institutional, econom-
ic and socio-demographic settings.
