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Preliminary Remark

infas Institute for Applied Social Sciences (infas Institut flir angewandte
Sozialwissenschaft GmbH) was commissioned to survey refugees from Ukraine
by the Socio-Economic Panel (Sozio-6konomisches Panel, SOEP) at the German
Institute for Economic Research (Deutsches Institut flir Wirtschaftsforschung,
DIW Berlin). The study is a joint project of the Institute for Employment Research
(Institut far Arbeitsmarkt und Berufsforschung, IAB), the Federal Institute for Pop-
ulation Research (Bundesinstitut fiir Bevolkerungsforschung, BiB), the Research
Centre of the Federal Institute for Migration and Refugees (Forschungszentrum
des Bundesamtes fiir Migration und Flichtlinge, BAMF-FZ) and DIW Berlin.

The study “IAB-BiB/FReDA-BAMF-SOEP — Ukrainian Refugees in Germany* is
financed by the Federal Ministry of the Interior and Community (Bundesministe-
rium des Innern und fir Heimat, BMI), the Federal Ministry of Labor and Social
Affairs (Bundesministerium flr Arbeit und Soziales, BMAS) and the Federal Min-
istry of Education and Research (Bundesministerium fir Bildung und Forschung,
BMBF) to find out more about the living conditions of the refugees. To this end,
persons between the ages of 18 and 70 who fled Ukraine and came to Germany
between 02/24/2022 and 06/08/2022 are surveyed nationwide.

This technical report documents the implementation of the first wave in 2022. All
survey documents used are documented in the annex.

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1 Study design

Since the beginning of Russia’s war of aggression, many Ukrainians have left their
home country to seek shelter in surrounding countries, including Germany. The
research project “Ukrainian Refugees in Germany” was the first nationwide social
science survey of this group of people. For this, infas was commissioned by SOEP
at the German Institute for Economic Research (DIW) who jointly conducts the
study with the Institute for Employment Research (IAB), the Federal Institute for
Population Research (BiB) and the Research Centre of the Federal Institute for
Migration and Refugees (BAMF-FZ).!

For the survey, people with Ukrainian citizenship were included who were between
18 and 70 years old and had moved to Germany between February 24th, 2022
and June 8th, 2022. The drawing of the sample by the residents' registration offic-
es was coordinated by the Federal Institute for Population Research (BiB). The
residents' registration office data of 100 municipalities were then transmitted to
infas for drawing the gross sample. This gross sample included 48,000 people.

As part of an incentive experiment, half these people received a prepaid incentive
of 5 Euro along with the announcement letter, whereas the other half received a
postpaid incentive of 10 Euro only after participating in the survey.

The announcement letter for the target persons contained an online link with an
individual access code as well as a QR code through which they could access the
online questionnaire (CAWI). All survey documents and the questionnaire were
available both in Ukrainian and Russian.

Included in the first follow-up letter was a bilingual paper-and-pencil questionnaire
(PAPI) as an alternative to the online questionnaire.

At the end of the questionnaire, the respondents were asked about their willing-
ness to be interviewed again, so that those willing to be included in the panel
could be contacted for the second wave of the study and subsequently also for the
participation in the two panel studies FReDA (The German Family Demography
Panel Study, Das familiendemografische Panel) and IAB-BAMF-SOEP Survey of
Refugees (IAB-BAMF-SOEP-Befragung von Gefllchteten).

In the field period between August 2022 and the beginning of October 2022,
11,754 respondents participated in the survey.

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2 Sample

2.1 Processing the sample

The sample of persons was drawn from registers of registration offices from se-
lected municipalities. Target population of this sample are people with Ukrainian
citizenship between the ages of 18 and 70 who immigrated between February
24th, 2022 and June 8th, 2022. The contacting of the registration offices was car-
ried out by the Federal Institute for Population Research (BiB). BiB then provided
infas with the submitted address files of target persons through a secure data-
exchange server.?

In total, address data from 100 municipalities were provided. The files were
cleaned by infas and the personal data provided were checked to determine
whether the person was suitable according to the sample definition.

To this end, the following data checks were carried out:

- existence of complete address information,

- identification of multi-person households,

- identification of authentic doublets,

- comparison of date of immigration to the sampling instruction,
- comparison of date of birth to the sampling instruction,

- comparison of names of selected municipality and declaration of place of resi-
dence to the sampling file,

- comparison of nationality to the sampling instruction.

Not all data of the municipalities contained the same amount of information, for
example the date of immigration was not provided by all municipalities. Cases in
which the respective test criteria could not be falsified were not eliminated in ad-
vance but were categorized as suitable in consultation with the client.

The identification of multi-person households was complicated by the fact that the
registration offices have no information available on the composition of house-
holds at a certain address. On top of that, the notation of Ukrainian names some-
times differs for male and female persons. To still minimize the risk of drawing
several persons from the same household, the data were sorted by state, munici-
pality, post code, street, house number and family name before the actual draw.
Only after the sorting of the total data set was the actual drawing of the sample of
persons carried out.

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2.2 Drawing the sample

After checking all data sets submitted by the municipalities, out of 131,962 per-
sons defined as suitable a gross sample of n=48,000 was drawn per random se-
lection.

To minimize the probability of drawing several persons from the same household,
the draw was carried out by methodic random selection from the data set sorted
by federal state, municipality, post code, street, house number and family name
(see chapter 2.1).

Subsequently, the gross sample was randomly separated in two groups of 24,000
persons each for the incentive experiment.

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3 Questionnaire and fieldwork material

The survey was carried out via a self-administered questionnaire which could be
answered either online (CAWI) or in written form (PAPI). However, as part of the
“Push-to-Web-strategy“, the PAPI-option was only offered with the first follow-up
letter.

The questionnaire and all survey documents were compiled and tested in collabo-
ration and close consultation with all cooperation partners. A translation agency
handled the translation into Russian and Ukrainian. Subsequently, native-speaking
employees at infas and the cooperation partners did a critical review of the trans-
lated texts.

3.1 Translation

For interviewing the Ukrainian refugees, it was necessary to translate all survey
documents and instruments into Ukrainian and Russian. The respondents were
always offered both languages.

The translation from the German original was done by a quality-assured transla-
tion process to ensure that the translations correspond to the original text while
also taking linguistic and cultural characteristics into account.

The translations were carried out after the final approval of the German docu-
ments and questionnaires. The procedure for the translations was designed in
several stages which included an elaborate revision and documentation of each
step. For the initial translation, native-speaking translators with experience in
translating social science texts were used. During the translation process, certain
words remained in German as the German term might be more familiar to the
respondents (such as the different kinds of childcare in Germany or technical
terms like ,Fiktionsbescheinigung”).

In a second step, the revision process provided for the translated text elements to
be revised by another translator. The revision included a direct comparison of the
translated texts and the German version. In cases of discrepancies, the alteration
or rather diverging translation was noted in a separate column of the same docu-
ment. This served as basis for the following coordination and decision about the
ultimately correct translation.

After the translations had been inserted into the document templates for the sur-
vey materials or the programmed online questionnaire as well as the lay-outed
paper questionnaire, in a next step an internal assessment of the implementation
of the foreign languages took place. In doing so, all texts were checked to be in
intended form including syntax, special characters etc. in correspondence with the
final translation template, and to be correctly displayed on screen or in the docu-
ment. This review was carried out by native-speaking employees at infas who due
to their occupation, have experience both in translating socio-scientific instruments
as well as the interview situation.

Following this, the cooperation partners also had the chance to review the foreign-
language documents and questionnaire. Comments on textual or linguistic matters

from this review were implemented and the final foreign-language documents
were provided to be implemented.

3.2 Questionnaire

The template for the self-completion questionnaire was created jointly by all coop-
eration partners, initially in German and then revised in several steps. Subse-
quently, infas carried out the layout of the written questionnaire as well as the pro-
gramming of the online version. It was ensured that the display of the online ques-
tionnaire was not only suitable for PCs but also for mobile devices (smartphones
and tablets).

The texts of the questionnaire were translated and reviewed by a translation
agency and were afterwards implemented and internally evaluated by infas. Fol-
lowing this, a further check of the translated questionnaire (Russian and Ukrainian,
CAWI and PAPI) was carried out by native speakers of the cooperation partners.
Additionally, a pretest was conducted (on this, see chapter 3.2.1).

The questionnaire contains questions on the respondents’ escape from Ukraine
and their arrival in Germany. For example, it is of interest with how many relatives
or friends the respondent came to Germany and whether they felt welcome here.
Afterwards the current labor and life situation of the respondent are touched upon
and details about the family situation and relationship status are enquired about.
Finally, the persons’ current (emotional) condition is asked about.

The first thematic block asks when and under which circumstances
the respondent left Ukraine and what their current living situation in
Germany is like. This involves among other things how many people
arrived in Germany together with the respondents and what their
relation is to them. Beyond that it is of interest in which kind of ac-
commodation the respondents are living and which kind of residential
status they currently have.

Assistance needs and advisory
service

This thematic block contains a general query about the respondents’
needs for assistance. In addition, it is asked whether specific courses,
such as language courses or integration courses, have already been
taken.

Family, partnership, children

Family status is queried by means of detailed questions on an existing
or non-existing partnership and possibly existing children. In this
respect it is also of interest which of these relatives have come to
Germany with the respondent.

Education, labor situation

The respondents are asked about their level of education and their
labor situation at different points in time, i.e., before their flight and
currently in Germany. They are asked for details about their school
career and a potential course of study or a vocational training.

Networks

The thematic block “Networks” concerns questions about the amount
of contact the respondents have with German persons or persons
from Ukraine.

Health condition

Under the topic health condition, questions on the general state of
health are asked. Following that, also the mental and psychical state
of the respondent is discussed.

Origin and language

In addition to place of birth, the main focus here is on language use -
both in Ukraine and now in Germany. Among other things, it is asked
to what extent the respondents have mastered the German language.

Life satisfaction, worries

This final thematic block asks about the general life satisfaction of the
respondent and whether certain areas of life worry them.

The PAPI-questionnaire eventually contained 16 pages and filling out the online

questionnaire (CAWI) took about 22 minutes on average.

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At the start of the online questionnaire, respondents could choose between an-
swering the questionnaire in Ukrainian or Russian. Switching from one survey
language to the other was possible throughout the whole questionnaire. The
online questionnaire also offered the possibility of changing to German. The pa-
per-and-pencil questionnaire consisted of a Ukrainian and a Russian part so that
respondents could also choose the survey language.

At the end of the questionnaire, consent to the storage of contact data (panel con-
sent) and contact information for future surveys were collected. Respondents were
particularly asked for an email address to ensure future contact even in the event
of a relocation both within and outside of Germany.

3.21 Pretest of the questionnaire

As the questionnaire had been translated in Ukrainian and Russian, the focus of
the pretest was on reviewing the content equivalence in the different languages. In
accordance with scientific standard, a professional translation agency specializing
in scientific studies was commissioned with translating the questionnaire (as de-
scribed in chapter 3.1). Crucial to the pretest was the subsequent check whether
the contents of the original German questionnaire had been equivalently translat-
ed into Ukrainian and Russian. Wherever this was not the case, linguistic adjust-
ments were undertaken. Due to the special survey population (refugees), the pre-
test was also supposed to test whether the questions were suitably (i.e., sensitive-
ly enough) phrased for the target group.

To this end, infas and the cooperation partners recruited refugees from Ukraine
who were native speakers of either the Ukrainian or the Russian language (or
both). Participants of the pretest were provided with both the CAWI and the PAPI
(because of the time limit in digital form as PDF) questionnaire. First, according to
the procedure in the main survey, the persons answered the questionnaire inde-
pendently.

After answering the questionnaire, the participants were then contacted over the
phone by a native-speaking employee of infas. Questions that had the potential of
being linguistically difficult/misleading had been selected from the questionnaire in
advance and were explicitly discussed during these phone calls. This way, the
linguistically competent infas employee could get feedback to each of these crucial
questions. At the end of the phone call, the pretest participants were given the
opportunity to give general feedback on the questionnaire and the survey.

Eventually, the collected feedback of the pretest participants was jointly discussed
with the cooperation partners. Afterwards, critical questions or answers were re-
vised and either linguistically or substantively adjusted.
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3.3 Fieldwork material

Extensive information material for the respondents were compiled in Russian and
Ukrainian. Each letter (including the PAPI) was sent out both in Russian and
Ukrainian as there was no knowing in advance which of these languages the re-
spective person preferred. The purpose of these materials was to give background
information on the study and explanations on data protection as well as to moti-
vate people to participate in the survey.

The initial postal letter was sent in two different versions. In version 1, the target
group received a prepaid incentive of 5 Euro along with the announcement letter —
whether they participated in the survey or not. In version 2, a postpaid incentive of
10 Euro was announced in case of their participation in the survey. In both cases
the persons received the link and a personal access code plus a QR code to the
online questionnaire along with the announcement letter. Attached to the an-
nouncement letter was an extensive data protection note (also bilingual).

The target persons again received the access data to the online questionnaire with
the first follow-up letter. Beside the follow-up letter and the data protection note,
the bilingual paper-and-pencil questionnaire as well as a prepaid and addressed
return envelope were also included as an alternative to the online questionnaire.

During the course of the field, the thank-you letters were dispatched successively
to all people of the postpaid incentive group, together with 10 Euro in cash. Addi-
tionally, also respondents of the prepaid incentive group received a thank-you
letter (without incentive) if they had given their panel consent. In the thank-you
letter, all respondents who had declared their panel consent were asked to com-
municate changes of their contact data either through an online address tool, the
survey-specific email address, or the toll-free hotline.

3.4 Contact options for respondents

In the survey documents, the toll-free survey hotline and the project-specific email
address at infas for further inquiries were always referred to. Questions about the
study and data protection could therefore be answered either by telephone or e-

mail during the entire field period.

Both the hotline and the email address were supervised by skilled, native-
speaking employees (Russian and Ukrainian) of infas. These contact persons
could give competent answers to questions about the survey or help with technical
problems with the online questionnaire. For this purpose, all survey documents

were available to the contact persons.
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4 Conducting the survey

The field period for the survey started on 08/24/2022 (CW 34) with the dispatch of
the announcement letter. Approximately two weeks later, the follow-up letters (in-
cluding the paper-and-pencil questionnaires) were sent out on 09/09/2022 (CW
36) to all persons who had not by that time participated. The field for the online
survey was terminated on 10/04/2022 (CW 40). Data were collected for paper-
and-pencil questionnaires received by 10/05/2022 (CW 40). The thank-you letters
were sent successively during the field period.

11,754 interviews could be completed altogether, of which 9,525 persons an-
swered the online questionnaire and 2,229 persons the written questionnaire. Out
of 11,754 completed interviews, 6,165 cases were in the prepaid group and 5,589
cases in the postpaid group.

The following figure shows the development of the response during the course of
the field. The steeper the rise, the bigger the increase.

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4.1 Announcement letter

The announcement letter contained information on the background of the survey
and gave a first impression of the contents of the questionnaire. Also, the link and
the personal access code to the online questionnaire were included. Additionally,
a QR code was imprinted through which respondents could also access the online
questionnaire.

Along with the announcement letter, the persons from the prepaid incentive group
received 5 Euro in cash. Persons from the postpaid incentive group were informed
in the announcement letter that they would receive 10 Euro following their partici-
pation in the survey.

The announcement letter also contained information on why the addressed person
had been selected for the survey and where the address details came from. In
addition to that, the voluntary nature of the participation in the survey was pointed
out. At this point, further information was also given on data protection with refer-
ence to the attached data protection note.

Finally, the cooperation partners who jointly implement the survey were introduced
and the survey-specific contact details were given (see chapter 3.4).

The dispatch of 24,000 prepaid and 24,000 postpaid announcement letters took
place on 08/24/2022.

4.2 Follow-up letter

Those target persons who up to that point had not participated in the survey re-
ceived a follow-up letter approximately two weeks after the dispatch of the an-
nouncement letter to remind them of the survey.

This follow-up letter referred to the already sent out materials and asked to partici-
pate in the survey within the following two weeks. For this, the access information
to the online questionnaire were communicated again. The data protection note
was also attached once more.

Along with the follow-up letter persons were given the opportunity of answering the
PAPI as alternative to the online questionnaire. For a toll-free return of the PAPI, a
prepaid and preaddressed return envelope had also been attached.

39,959 follow-up letters were dispatched on 09/09/2022. Due to the high participa-
tion rate, the initially intended second follow-up letter was not send out.
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4.3 Thank-you letter

The dispatch of thank-you letters took place successively during the course of the
field (starting from 09/09/2022 until 10/17/2022). A thank-you letter was sent if a
person had successfully participated in the survey and was either a part of the
postpaid incentive group or had given their panel consent.

10,925 thank-you letters were dispatched altogether. Of these, 5,593 with 10 Euro
postpaid incentive attached and 5,332 thank-you letters to persons from the pre-
paid incentive group.

4.4 Address update and tracing

Respondents who had given their panel consent are to be interviewed again in a
second survey wave starting in January 2023. In order to be able to contact these
respondents again, updated contact information was requested at the end of the
survey (see section 3.2). In addition, the possibility of updating addresses via an
online address tool, the study-specific e-mail address or the toll-free hotline was
pointed out in the thank-you letter. For respondents with panel consent for whom
the thank-you letter could not be delivered due to incorrect address information,
research at the Deutsche Post's “Addressfactory” was initiated immediately. In
cases where this research was unsuccessful, address research through the regis-
tration office according to § 44 Federal Registration Act (simple register infor-
mation) was initiated.
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5 Fieldwork results

As part of the survey “Ukrainian Refugees in Germany”, target persons were
asked to answer a self-administered-questionnaire, either online or as paper-and-
pencil questionnaire, and to agree to the storage of their address so that they
could be contacted and surveyed again for a continuation of the survey. The fol-
lowing chapters describe the result of the field work.

5.1 Fieldwork results

Within the field period, 11,754 persons altogether answered the questionnaire.
This is equivalent to a response rate of 24.5 percent. 9,525 persons answered the
questionnaire online (81.0 percent of the completed interviews) and 2,229 persons
in writing (19.0 percent of the completed interviews).

640 persons started but did not complete the questionnaire (1.3 percent) and 190
persons (0.4 percent) were identified as not belonging to the target population of
the survey (for example, because they were not refugees from Ukraine, persons
had died in the meantime or had moved abroad). 63 persons refused to participate
in the survey (0.1 percent) and another 26 persons were incapable of answering
the questionnaire due to their health condition (0.1 percent). For 35,327 persons
(73.6) there is no contact result. This also includes 10,076 persons (21.0 percent)
whose address from the sample of the registration office proved to be incorrect or
rather outdated as well as 259 persons (0.5 percent) for whom a new address
could be researched only after the end of the field period.

The response rate for the prepaid incentive group is higher at 25.7 percent (6,165
persons) than that of the postpaid group at 23.3 percent (5,589 persons). Also, the
number of interviews that were started but then canceled is higher at 353 (1.5
percent) in the prepaid group than in the postpaid group with 288 cases (1.2 per-
cent). There are only minor differences between the two groups in terms of refus-
als.

For a summarized view on the fieldwork results of a survey, the use of the
AAPOR-system is useful. For this, the differentiated information about the survey
participation or rather non-participation is allocated to the respective AAPOR-
categories. In contrast to response rate 1, the canceled interviews are also con-
sidered as participation for response rate 2, which is therefore higher than re-

sponse rate 1.

The respondents could answer the questionnaire either in Ukrainian or Russian. In
the online questionnaire, a switch into German was also possible. The paper-and-
pencil questionnaire was sent out both in Ukrainian and Russian. Since a switch
into another language was possible in the online questionnaire, the language that
was used at the end of the questionnaire was defined as the survey language. The
cooperation partners, however, received detailed information on the changes in
language.

Altogether, 67.1 percent of the respondents finished the questionnaire in Ukrainian
(n=7,892), and 32.7 percent in Russian (n=3,838). 24 respondents (0.2 percent)
answered the questionnaire in German.

Between the two incentive groups, no differences can be observed with reference
to the survey language. Among the online participants, the rate of persons who
answered the questionnaire in Russian was significantly higher at 37.8 percent
than that of persons answering the paper-and-pencil questionnaire in Russian
(10.6 percent). It must be noted, however, that in case of the online questionnaire
the language that was used at the end of the questionnaire was defined as the
survey language. In the paper-and-pencil questionnaire on the other hand, the
language that was predominantly used to answer the questionnaire was defined
as the survey language.

Out of 11,754 persons who completed the questionnaire, 10,395 respondents
(88.4 percent) agreed to the storage of their address (panel consent) and were
therefore considered for the sample of the second survey wave. 129 written ques-
tionnaires with panel consent (1.1 percent) arrived after the end of the field period
and were not included in the panel sample of the second wave. 1,230 respondents
(10.5 percent) refused to give their panel consent and were also excluded from
future survey waves. At 90.6 percent, the share of panel cases was notably higher
in the postpaid incentive group than in the prepaid incentive group at 86.5 percent.

Moreover, at 91.3 percent the share of panel cases was significantly higher in
case of the questionnaires answered online than in case of the paper-and-pencil
questionnaires (76.3 percent). Regarding the effect of the incentive groups, it ap-
pears that for both survey methods there is a higher panel consent in the postpaid
incentive group.

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Persons who had given their panel consent were asked at the end of the ques-
tionnaire for their current contact details so that they could be contacted again in
future survey waves. Only if the respondents stated that the announcement letter
had not been sent to the correct address they were asked again for their postal
address. Otherwise, the respondents were only asked for their phone numbers
and email addresses with focus on the email addresses since the contacting in the
second survey was intended to take place via email. By making contact through
email, also persons who have returned to Ukraine or moved into another country
in the meantime can be contacted in future surveys.

Altogether, 940 persons with panel consent who were eligible for future survey
waves, stated a new postal address (9.0 percent), 8,336 persons (80.2 percent)
an email address and 3,226 persons (31.0 percent) a phone number. In total, per-
sons who had answered the questionnaire online stated their contact data more
often, especially their email addresses (84.6 percent). For persons who had an-
swered the PAPI on the other hand, the rate of stated phone numbers (53.8 per-
cent) is significantly higher than that of the phone numbers indicated in online
interviews (26.6 percent).?

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5.2 Gross-net Comparison

In the following, the gross sample and the realized net sample as well as the cas-
es with panel consent are compared with regard to several sociodemographic
characteristics.

As was to be expected, there is a significantly higher share of women (79.0 per-
cent) than men (21.0 percent) already in the gross sample due to the exit regula-
tions from Ukraine. Both regarding sex and the age groups there are only minor
differences between the gross sample and the net sample and the cases with
panel consent.

The following table 12 compares the distributions of gross sample and net sample
and the cases with panel consent by federal state and BIK municipality size class.

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6 Quality assurance

Both during the preparation of the fieldwork and during the entire field period, con-
tinuous quality assurance took place in close consultation with the cooperation
partners.

Already during the preparation of the survey materials and the survey instruments,
not only infas conducted several internal testing rounds, but also the cooperation
partners had the opportunity to comprehensively test the materials and instru-
ments.

Moreover, during the field period all cooperation partners were provided with field
reports on a weekly basis. These field reports contained the current response
rates as well as an overview on the survey methods and the willingness to give
panel consent. This information was provided differentiated by incentive groups
and could be continuously compared with the gross sample.
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7 Data processing and data delivery

At first, the collected data from CAWI and the recorded data from PAPI were
available as raw data in ASCII format and were subsequently processed in the
following steps to provide them in Stata data format:

- importing the raw data with the respective variable names in Stata,

- labeling of the variables according to specification of the questionnaire,
- open text data is merged,

- formal data check and data cleaning.

Moreover, the open text data on the respondents’ professional activity before flee-
ing the Ukraine as well as their current occupation in Germany were encoded ac-
cording to the International Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO 08) from
2008 and the Classification of Occupations (KIdB 2010). For this purpose, the text
answers were first translated from Ukrainian or Russian to German. Subsequently,
the coding was carried out taking into account the specifics of the occupations in
Ukraine. The coding was carried out in-house in a multi-stage process by trained
staff. The initial coding consists of a mechanical pre-coding as well as a manual
coding. The suggested machine coding is always tested manually for content-
related plausibility. Following the first coding, a blind second coding is carried out
for all entries. A third coder decides upon deviations between first and second
coding. All assigned codes were tested on a random basis for plausibility. In addi-
tion, frequencies and distributions of the assigned codes were checked. Occupa-
tions that could not be coded were marked in separate variables. The open text
data was also delivered.

Both revised and unrevised data sets were delivered to the client.

The unrevised survey data contain the questionnaires as constituted before the
data checks. For the revised survey data, all data checks and revisions were car-
ried out according to the client's demands. For example, these comprise an ad-
justment of the filters in the PAPI versions.

The data were always transmitted between infas and the client through a secure
server. All data sets were compiled and delivered in Stata format.

During the field period the client was provided with two interim data deliveries of
the survey data as well as two interim data deliveries of the methodological data.
After the end of the field period, the final survey data sets and methodological data
sets were delivered in a final data delivery.

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8 Weighting

The basis for the calculation of the weighting factors is the subdivision of the sur-
vey process into the phase of design selection (selection probability) and the
phase of adjusting for realized responses (adjustment of design weights). For both
phases, the weight can be calculated based on the inverse selection probability
(so-called Horvitz-Thompson-estimator). The total weight is determined as the
inverse of the product of both single probabilities. The calculated weighting factors
were delivered as weights standardized to the number of cases and the final cali-
brated weights were also delivered as weighting factors for population estimates.

The following steps were defined:

1. Design weighting (simple choice probability)
2. Nonresponse adjustment

3. Calibration on the distribution from the Central Register of Foreign Nationals
(Auslanderzentralregister, AZR)

Steps 2 and 3 were conducted separately for all completed interviews* and for
those interviews with panel consent who were eligible for future survey waves
only.

8.1 Design weighting

The design weight results from the inverse selection probability P;for each unit of
the sample. The drawing of the sampling frame was carried out by the Federal
Institute for Population Research (Bundesinstitut fir Bevdlkerungsforschung, BiB).
The sampling frame comprised 132,120 persons. Out of these, 48,000 Ukrainian
refugees were drawn for the gross sample. Therefore, the design weight is simply
calculated by:

Thus, the design weight corresponds to 132,120/48,000 = 2.7525 for all units of

the sample and the result is a weighting factor standardized to the number of cas-
es of 1 for all units.

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8.2 Nonresponse adjustment

For the nonresponse adjustment of the design weights using a logistic regression
model (nonresponse model), the participation probability is modeled with the de-
pendent variable “participation in the interview” (participation: y = 1, nonparticipa-
tion: y = 0). On the one hand, the available explanatory variables stem from the
delivered characteristics of the gross sample or additional known regional charac-
teristics such as age, sex, date of arrival in Germany, family status, federal state,
and the political municipality size class. On the other hand, characteristics at ag-
gregate level of the municipality were fed in from the data available from infas360
GmbH. This concerned the classified migration balance, spending power per resi-
dent in Euro, the share of persons with migratory background, the share of AfD
voters and the unemployment rate related to the population.

For the calculation of the weights from the estimated participation probability, only
characteristics were used that showed a statistically significant effect (even a
weak one), so that for the final nonresponse models both for all completed inter-
views and solely the panel cases the only remaining characteristics were sex,
month of arrival in Germany, family status, federal state, classified migration bal-
ance and unemployment rate in relation to the population.

Despite some statistically significant yet weak effects on the realization probability,
the explanatory power of the two models (for all completed interviews and only for
the interviews with respondents with panel consent) is extremely low (a Pseudo-R?
of rd. 0.006 respectively).

The two models do not vary significantly so that it can be assumed that there are
no relevant differences in the distributions of all completed respondents and the
panel respondents.

8.3 Calibration

The nonresponse-adjusted design weighting is subsequently further adjusted for
under-coverage, nonresponse and other systematic nonresponse processes. As
the variance of the nonresponse-adjusted weights is extremely low (effectiveness
98 percent in both samples), we did not trim the weights before the calibration.

To compensate for systematic nonresponses which can also be described as
varying participation or realization probabilities, the distributions of characteristics
of interest in the sample are adjusted to known distributions in the target popula-
tion by means of iterative proportional fitting (IPF). During this calibration, the ad-
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justed design weights are multiplied by a factor for each unit, so that the known
distributions in the target population are accurately displayed by the sample.

The multiplicative combination of adjusted design weight and adjustment weight
yields the calibrated final weights. Just like the adjusted design weights these are
standardized as mere weighting factors on the realized number of cases and
moreover they are provided as weighting factors for population estimates.

The calibration was also conducted separately for all completed interviews and the
respondents with panel consent.

For the calibration, margin distributions of the population are necessary. Here, the
data of the Central Register of Foreign Nationals (AZR) was used. The population
was defined as the refugees from Ukraine who were recorded in the file-keeping
authorities as of the end of August 2022.

The following could be used as key characteristics:

1. sex x age groups,
2. month of influx,

3. federal state.

For the weighting, the characteristics were combined in order to avoid very small
weighting cells. Moreover, it was necessary to integrate or rather to consider miss-
ing information in the benchmark figures of the AZR as well as in the characteris-
tics from the gross sample into the weighting.

Therefore, in the joint distribution of gender x age group, the indication "diverse" in
the target figures was assigned to "female" and the indication "unknown" in the
target figures was not considered for the calculation of the target percentages.

Missing age information in the sample data was not imputed but rather the propor-
tion was kept steady. For the month of arrival, missing indications were also kept
steady in the weighting.®

The following table summarizes the results of the weighting. The distributions of
the active weighting characteristics are shown unweighted on the one hand and
weighted with the calibrated weighting factor on the other. The weighted distribu-
tions correspond to the counts for the target population of the AZR data at the time
of the drawing at the end of August.

The distributions presented in the previous table show that for most characteristics
the distributions of the unweighted samples are comparatively close to the actual
distribution in the target population. There are, however, also distinct deviations,
especially regarding the regional distribution. Here, the share in the sample in
Hamburg and particularly in Berlin is considerably higher than in the target popula-
tion, while the share in the sample in Lower Saxony and Baden-Wuerttemberg
turns out to be significantly lower. Only to a lesser extent can these deviations be
explained by the realization probabilities. The deviations which presumably can
essentially be explained by the draw are balanced by calibration.
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8.4 Assessment of weighting

To be able to assess the quality of the weighting und its influence on the confi-
dence intervals of population estimates based on the weighted data, it is advisa-
ble to do a calculation of effectiveness parameters subsequent to the weighting
(design effect or measure of effectiveness and effective number of cases). These
effectiveness parameters, via the variance of the weights, quantify respectively the
sampling error in relation to the sampling error in the case of an unrestricted ran-
dom selection (SRS = simple random sampling) without weighting. In addition, it is
possible to indicate the effects of a reduction in the number of cases in the worst
case (no correlation of a characteristic with the weights) on the confidence interval
of the population estimates; that is, how the ranges of variation change as a result
of the weighting.

The measure of effectiveness (E) is based on the variance of the weighting factor.
It indicates, as a percentage of the realized case number, how large the effective
number of cases (n') is when using the weight for a passive characteristic that is
uncorrelated with the active characteristics (worst case scenario). The effective
number of cases corresponds to the number of respondents who in the case of
unrestricted random selection - given the variance of the characteristic in the sam-
ple — would have produced the same sampling error.

The measure of effectiveness expresses the relation of n to n* as percentage val-
ue and is calculated by:

The final weighting factor shows a measure of effectiveness of 79 percent both for
all completed cases and the completed cases with panel consent. The high effec-
tiveness of both weighting factors demonstrates once more that the realized net
sample shows rather minor biases — and these essentially in regional distribution.
These biases are balanced by the weighting factors, whereat the reduction of the
effective number of cases remains low.
