3. Please explain that the tubes should be filled with saliva up to the mark. This can take 2 to 3
minutes. Please consider to reach the mark with saliva and not spume, since otherwise there
is not enough saliva for an analysis.

4. If you prefer, you can use gloves or tissue to take the tube back.

5. Please close the tube by using some pressure so you hear a ‘click’ noise of the latching cap.
